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Abstract: The abstract is written in English, , just as the rest of the article, justified, Times New Roman, 10cpi, and the abstract does not have to be more than 150 words. It has to point out briefly the subject of the article, the relevance of the study, as well as the original contributions of the authors. 
Keywords: maximum 5 keywords are given

1. Introduction 

The page set-up is in MS-Word, format A4 (210mm x 297mm), one column, and fonts Times New Roman 10cpi for the entire paper, including titles, subtitles and references. The pages must be numbered.
The title is centered, bolded, with capitals. All the distances (between the title and the abstract and so on are 10 cpi). The subtitles are also bolded, written in small characters.

The introduction must contain, clearly stated, the significance of the domain and the original contributions of the authors (contained in the paper) with regard to the state-of-the-art.

2. The text

The text should be justified. The margins are: top, bottom - 3 cm, left, right - 3 cm. The line spacing: single. The paper should be maximum 6 pages long (an uneven number of pages is not permitted).

3. Figures and tables

Figures are to be edited in AUTOCAD (by example) and imported in Word, with a good resolution; they have to be properly inserted in the text. The titles of the figures are written below, centered, with Times New Roman, 9 cpi, italic (Fig.1).
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The tables are numbered (Table 1) and they should be given a title above, left aligned. All the figures and the tables must be mentioned in the text and they should be placed as close as possible to the first place they are mentioned.
